Most large Thai companies still seem to have a
mainly domestic or regional orientation and this might explain poor scores when compared with
larger, more global brands in the region.

In general Australian companies are good at disclosing their general policies, codes of
conduct and information about governance structures. To a slightly lesser extent they
seem to display good CSR strategies and put considerable emphasis on the
environmental aspects of their activities. More surprising in the Australian context is
the relatively poor score for disclosure on community and development aspects of
their operations. This is even more surprising when one considers the dominance of
Australian mining companies in the ASR which have significant impacts on local
communities and on development.

Social enterprises are social mission
driven organizations which apply
market-based strategies to achieve a
social purpose. The movement includes
both non-profits that use business
models to pursue their mission and for-
profits whose primary purposes are
social. Their aim —to accomplish targets
that are social and or environmental as
well as financial —is often referred to as
the triple bottom line. Many commercial
businesses would consider themselves
to have social objectives, but social
enterprises are distinctive because their
social or environmental purpose
remains central to their operation.

Social business is a cause-driven
business. In a social business, the
investors/owners can gradually
recoup the money invested, but
cannot take any dividend beyond

that point. Purpose of the investment is purely
to achieve one or more social objectives through
the operation of the company, no personal gain is
desired by the investors. The company must cover
all costs and make revenue, at the same time

achieve the social objective, such as, healthcare for

the poor, housing for the poor, financial services for

the poor, nutrition for malnourished children,

providing safe drinking water, introducing renewable

energy, etc. in a business way

The triple bottom line (abbreviated as "TBL"
or "3BL", and also known as "people, planet,
profit" or "the three pillars"ll) captures an
expanded spectrum of values and criteria for
measuring organizational (and societal)
success: economic, ecological and social.

It began with an
article by Prof Tommy Koh (chairman of the Asia Pacific Water
Forum) and Leong Ching a PhD student at the Lee Kuan Yew
School of Public Policy, where they state they want to start a
campaign to get Singaporeans to drink tap water rather than
bottled water. They listed the reasons why not - cost and
environment basically. This call has ignited a debate in the
press about the reasons why Singaporeans should or should
not drink 'iced water' (tap water) which include health issues,
safety and environment. One blogger has set up a site naming
restaurants that won't provided iced water. But the waters are
muddy, the environmental debate seems to be getting lost in a
blogosphere focussed on cost and whether it's simply being
'cheap' to want iced water. You can't help but wonder whether
this debate is a precursor to a ban on bottles in the city state to
reduce waste.

The high-level symposium on water security at the United Nations
will close today. Bringing together experts from the UN, corporate,
medical, scientific, academic, and NGO communities the symposium
explores the worldwide water security issue and seeks to identify
specific vulnerabilities and threats, as well as to offer practical
solutions for protection and preservation of water infrastructure.
UN Deputy Secretary-General Asha-Rose Migiro warned yesterday
that two-thirds of the world’s population will face a lack of water in

less than 20 years, if current trends in climate change, population
growth, rural to urban migration and consumption continue.

She stressed that achieving water security would mean more
effective water management, including enhancing food security
through more equitable allocation of water for agriculture and food
production and ensuring the integrity of ecosystems. News on the
symposium and its possible outcomes are rare if not lacking at all -
hopefully next week will see some tangible outcomes showing ways
to prevent the emerging water crisis.

— Even critics of World Water Week, held annually in Stockholm,
Sweden, agree that it's an important forum where thousands of
people working on water issues share information.

— this year's event, held from August 16 to 22, placed special emphasis
on the relationship between water and climate change. The closing
statement was literally a message to COP15, the major United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change meeting in Copenhagen,
Denmark, this December. "Water is a key medium through which
climate change impacts will be felt," it reads, adding that "water-
related adaptation” should be seen as part of the solution. The
statement also calls for funding "to assist vulnerable, low income
countries already affected by climate change," along with longer-term
adaptation efforts.
