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"Cameco - A Canadian Mining and Energy Corporation" was
formed in 1988 by the merger and privatization of two crown
corporations: the federally owned Eldorado Nuclear

Limited (known previously as Eldorado Mining and Refining
Limited) and Saskatchewan-basedSaskatchewan Mining
Development Corporation (SMDC). The name was later
shortened to "Cameco Corporation".

The new company was initially owned 62% by the provincial
government and 38% by the federal government. The initial
public offering (IPO) for 20% of the company was conducted in
July, 1991. Government ownership of the company decreased
over the next 9 years, with full privatization occurring in
February, 2002.

In 1996, Cameco acquired Power Resources Inc., the largest
uranium producer in the United States. This was followed in
1998 by the acquisition of Canadian-based Uranerz Exploration
and Mining Limited and Uranerz U.S.A,, Inc.

The stakeholder concept
was first used in a 1963 internal memorandum
at the Stanford Research institute. It defined
stakeholders as "those groups without whose
support the organization would cease to
exist."ll The theory was later developed and
championed by R. Edward Freeman in the
1980s. Since then it has gained wide acceptance
in business practice and in theorizing relating
to strategic management, corporate
governance, business purpose and corporate
social responsibility (CSR).

The term has been broadened to include
anyone who has an interest in a matter.

Stakeholder Matrix

Stakeholder analysis is an essential part of developing a useful Engagement Plan. A common method of
stakeholder analysis is a Stakeholder Matrix. This is where stakeholders are plotted against two
variables. These variables might be plotting the level of ‘stake’ in the outcomes of the project against
‘resources’ of the stakeholder. Another is the ‘importance’ of the stakeholder against the ‘influence’ of the
stakeholder. The conceptis the same, though the emphasis is slightly different.
