Tokyo Electric Power Co. said Friday it has paid %39 1 billion in compensation
to agricultural organizations in 17 prefectures over damages caused by the
Fukushima nuclear disaster, bringing the total sum paid out to farmers 50 far to

Councils consisting mainly of agricultural and dairy cooperatives in the three
wiorst-hit prefectures of Fukushima, wate and Miyvagi, as well as Hokkaido,
Chiba and 12 other prefectures, have demanded a total of #£111.2 billion in
compensation on behalf of their farmers. Tepco did not provide details on
individual sums paid to each organization.

On the remaining claims, Tepco said in a statement that it will pay the
compensation once it finishes venfying the applications.

Tokyo Electric Power Co. said Tuesday itwill pay #6800 000 each to pregnant
wiomen and children aged 18 or under who have voluntarily evacuated their
homes because of the triple-meltdown crisis at the Fukushima Mo, 1 power
plant.

The sumwill be paid, starting next month, as compensation money through last
December for residents of 23 municipalities in Fukushima Frefecture located
outside the government-designated evacuation zones around the plant.

Many people who have voluntarly evacuated had been hoping Tepco would pay
the actual costs incurred, but the utility has said that would entail a laborious
application process and delay payments.

As aresult, Tepcowill add 200,000 to a sum presented in a compensation
guideline compiled by a government panel for pregnant women and children
who are likely to have seen a large increase in their living expenses as a resilt
of evacuation, according to company officials.

Fregnant women and kids who have remained inthe 23 municipalities will each
recelve 200,000 from Tepco in line with the guideline worked out in December,
Tepco said. Other residents will be paid £50 000 each, regardless of whether
they evacuated, also in line with the guideling, due to their radiation fears.
